The black, rust colored Chinese lion's mouth,
Large Public from which hot water flows, was made by Toko Morita.
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Guide of Tokaikan
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Tokaikan was established by Yasutaro Inaba in 1928, With the opening of the Ito Line in 1938, the class of travelers changed from private hot springs guests to larger groups,
so the interior of the building was redesigned and expanded. At that time, famous master carpenters were commissioned and they divided the design of each floor. The top floor was
built in 1949. It is said that at the time the panoramic view from the top floor was wonderful, and Mt. Amagi could be clearly seen as all of the surrounding buildings were
low-lying. It suffered serious damage in the Kano River Typhoon, but underwent repairs and renovations, using modern techniques. The long history of Tokaikan as a Japanese inn

came to an end in 1997, but it was reborn as a sightseeing spot in 2001.

Entrance
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Magnificent rising sun and crane statues are displayed at the

entrance, which has the atmosphere of the hot spring hotels of the
early years of the Showa era.
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We have guest rooms on the 3rd floor available for telework, where you
can comfortably work from as if you were a great writer. The rooms are
equipped with high-speed Wi-Fi networks with wireless security so that
you can access the Internet without feeling stressed. (*no heating and
air-conditioning installed)

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Courtyard
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There are large stones gathered from various
locations and a pond garden showing a crane and
turtle.
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Guest Room
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A geometrical pattern and net like design pattern
are used in the drawing room and “shoji" (paper

doors). The Japanese style construction technique
was made by carpenters of the Highest level.
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In the large hall, which is laid with 120 straw “tatami" mats, there is a stage set on the east side. Each night

the banquet for the guests was served here on high footed trays, serving as individual tables. You can
imagine the scene of this room alive with the song and dance of its guests.
